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1 INTRODUCTION

Joan Baez helps establish Bob Dylan as the leading folk song artist, he performs as guest or
"surprise” artist at a number of her concerts. The second important aloum, The Freewheelin®
Bob Dylan is at last completed and released. Dylan continues his almost frantic song writing,
this year sees no less than 34 new songs and also a number of poems. The third album gets
recorded rather quickly and is completed by the end of October. It is released in January 1964.

Dylan receives the Tom Paine award at a Bill of Rights dinner held by the
Emergency Civil Liberties Committee at the Grand ballroom of the hotel
Americana in New York.

He even says that he can understand Kennedy's murderer. A few days later he
sends a poem called A Message from Bob Dylan to the Committee in which he
is offering to make up for any losses in donations that may be the result of this
unfortunate speech.
